Our veterinarian staff, led by Veterinary Services Director Dr. Jennifer Green, help
thousands of animals each year. Over 10,000 spay/neuter procedures are

performed at our Redinger Spay Neuter Clinic & HHS campus each year. Animals who
need surgical operations are fortunate to arrive at HHS for a chance for a full recovery
and then off to a happy and loving forever home.

Marlea arrived
at HHS with
acute glaucoma
and cataracts.
She was blind
and in a great
deal of pain. The
solution was to
remove her eyes
to eliminate the
constant suffer-
ing and chance
of infection.
Once the eyes

\ were removed,
¥ the lids were

* sewn shut.

* Because she had
already learned how to navigate due to the permanent eye
damage, within just a few days of surgery Marlea was walk-
ing around with minimal issues.

The veterinarian staff at HHS, perform hundreds of surgical
procedures each and every month. Animals that just 15-years
ago may have been required to be euthanized due to lack of
available treatment are now saved and adopted into new lov-
ing forever homes.

Our veterinarian staff does not provide medical services to
public pets. We work with many private veterinarian practices
and suggest pet owners find a local veterinarian who can take
care of their pets’ needs from annual vaccinations, medica-
tions, x-rays, surgeries, and more.

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Kitten Season is Upon Us

It’s that time of the year again; kitten season, due to
many mother cats giving birth to litters and litters of kit-
tens. Realistically, kitten season never ends in Florida,
but we do get a minor reduction of litters in the winter.

Cold weather states will get a much greater increase in
kitten litters beginning in May and slowing in Septem-
ber, once the cold weather returns.

We receive a substantial number of phone calls and
social media messages this time of year from residents
who have discovered newly born kittens in their shed,
under a porch, in their garden, etc. Most experts advise
that you do not attempt to separate the kittens from their
mother, especially while the kittens are under 8-weeks
old. Although kittens should stay with the mother cat
until they are 12-weeks old, many part ways around 8-9
weeks.

Sometimes people see 5-6 kittens playing by themselves
and assume a mother has abandoned the kittens. It is not
unusual for the mother cat to leave her kittens for hours
at a time. If humans are standing over or interacting
with the kittens, the mother may feel threatened and not
return. If you come across a litter of kittens that appear
to be under 8-weeks old, please do not immediately
gather the kittens and bring them to a shelter.

If the kittens are not yet weaned, they will need to be
bottle-fed by hand every 3-4 hours, depending on their
age.

When bottle-feeding kittens with a powder milk substi-
tute, please read the instructions thoroughly, as
some powders need to stay refrigerated.

In addition to abandoned kitten concerns, we also re-
ceive calls from residents about how to go about spay/
neutering the kittens. ASPCA recommends that kittens
be at least 8-weeks old before altering. Kitten spay/neu-
tering is available from local veterinarians and clinics
like the Redinger S/N Clinic and Volusia County Animal
Services.

If you have kittens in your neighborhood or subdivision,
you can contact your local Animal Control agency to
ask about the availability of TNR (trap, neuter, return)
programs. Keep in mind that cats trapped and altered
will be returned to where they were originally found.
The only effective way of reducing the feral cat popu-
lation is by sterilizing the cats so they can no longer
reproduce. Feral cats tend to stay within their own
colony; thus, if none of the cats can mate, the population
will decrease.

The research on the estimated average life span of com-
munity cats varies. Some say the cats live about 5 years,
while other sources claim 12-15 years. There are many
dangers in the Daytona Beach area including extreme
heat, development, increased motor vehicle traffic, etc.,
that can impact the life expectancy rate of cats.

Finding kittens new, forever homes can be done success-
fully in the community where the kittens are born. It is
best to find a home for kittens before they turn 4-months
old.

WHEN YOU HAVE PETS

PLAN AHEAD

Never leave your pets behind! Ask a
‘-‘ friend or relative out of the path to stay
. . with them, or try and find pet-friendly

hotels or motels to evacuate to. Go to a
pet-friendly shelter as your last resort.

STAYING HOME

If you must stay home, keep animals
inside ahead of the storm. Stay calm .
and stay close to your normal routine.

Pets may be more comfortable in a

carrier indoors under your supetrvision.

FOOD AND WATER

Pack 3 days to 2 weeks worth of food
and water per pet per day. Have
separate bowls for each of your pets.
Also pack a manual can opener for any
canned food you have.

TRAVEL KIT

Have one carrier/crate per animal they
can stand in, medical supplies, leashes
or harnesses, flea and tick prevention,

towels, cleaning supplies, bedding, and

toys for your pet.

IDENTIFICATION

Make sure each pet has on a collar
with your contact info and current 1.D.
tag. Keep vaccination records,

ownership papers, and current photos
of each pet with you.

MICROCHIP PETS

Make sure your pets are each
microchipped and that your contact
information is up to date. If your pet
goes missing, contact local shelters, law
enforcement, and animal control ASAP.

A partnership with Tomoka Correctional Institute

Another shelter dog goes to a forever home thanks to
the Prison Pups N Pals program.
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Established in 2010, Prison Pups N Pals, through the
dedication of Tomoka Correctional Institute and Hali-
fax Humane Society, diligently select K9 students and
provides training to inmates. The program’s mission
strives to improve the adoptability of healthy shelter
dogs in which Tomoka Work Camp inmates provide
obedience instruction. The inmates receive animal-
related job skill training while the dogs learn basic
obedience skills.

Prison Dog Programs provide job training skills,
including basic dog obedience, grooming, and under-
standing of canine breed differences. Additionally,
inmate trainers have the responsibility of caring for the
dog 24/7. The program has been an asset to the Tomoka
Work Camp and promotes a harmonious environment
and a sense of common purpose among participants.

Help! My dog Screech goes abso-
lutely bonkers when he sees another
dog when we are out on our daily
walks. He loves to play with my
friend’s dog, so I know that he likes
other dogs. He just sounds so scary )
and seems so aggressive when he barks and lunges at other
dogs when we pass by. I am embarrassed to walk him and have
to take him out at odd hours. How do I get Screech to stop
causing such a ruckus?

Exasperated in Eustis

Dear Exasperated,

It seems like Screech is displaying a behavior
called leash reactivity. Often, leash reactivity stems from
frustration or fear. Screech is probably feeling frustrated
that he cannot go play freely with everyone he passes on
the sidewalk, so he acts out by barking and lunging. Think
of Screech like a toddler having a temper tantrum. He gets
these big, excited feelings when he sees another dog, but
he is held back by a leash. So, he throws a temper tantrum
instead since that is the only way his canine brain knows
how to cope with those big feelings. Now, to help Screech
learn how to cope, you are first going to start indoors by
teaching Screech to heel walk with you. Start by luring
him to your side with a high-value treat and mark and
reward him everytime he chooses to look at you rather
than distractions around him. Once he masters this inside,
start doing the same exercise outside in a quiet environ-
ment until you both can walk by minor distractions while
maintaining his focus on you. Now you are ready to work
on his heel walk at a distance from other dogs. Start from
far away and build up to passing closer and closer to other
dogs. It is very important here to work under the threshold
where he switches from noticing the other dogs to barking.
Once he starts barking, it is best to move him further away
until he quiets and resume working on his heel walk at that
safe distance until you can get closer without him bark-
ing. It may take him a while to improve— remember these
are big feelings we are teaching him to work through— but
stick to it, and you will be able to enjoy your walks once

again!

My perfect little Angel Muffin seems to have one bad
habit that I just can’t seem to fix. She absolutely loves
food and will not stop begging. She gets underfoot in the
kitchen and I am so afraid that she is going to trip some-
body or get hurt herself. We can’t leave food unattended
or else she is right there to gobble it up. How do I teach
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Angel Muffin to leave us alone when food is around?
Spoiled in Sarasota

Dear Spoiled,

Angel Muffin sounds like she would be a good
candidate to learn to go to her bed on command also
known as the place command! Place command will give
her a job to do so she stays out of harm’s way. To teach
place, start by standing next to her bed, tossing a treat,
and mark with a “yes” when she steps on the bed. Before
she steps off, give her a release word, “free.” After a few
successful repetitions, start pointing at the bed and say-
ing “place” before dropping the treat. Move a few steps
away and repeat until you can send her to place from a
distance. It is helpful to leave a leash on for the beginning
of this exercise to help guide her to the bed if she starts to
struggle. Once she is consistently going to the bed on com-
mand, it is time to teach her to settle. Start by telling her to
“place” and then immediately ask for a sit or down. Once
she lays down, reward and tell her “free.” Repeat this and
increase the amount of time she lays before you release her
until she can go to place on command and lay there for the
entire time you are cooking!

My new kitten Clawdia is becoming an absolute terror. She is
destroying all of my furniture and seems to have an endless
amount of energy that is driving me absolutely crazy.

Cats are
predators and designed to hunt, and sometimes have a hard time
adjusting to a human lifestyle. Luckily, we can mimic hunt-
ing through play! You will want to get Clawdia a collection of
both interactive toys for you to play with together such as teaser
wands and independent toys that she can play with on her own.
Set aside time at least twice daily, ideally before her mealtimes,
to play with her and let her express hunting behaviors— stalk-
ing, chasing, catching, and eating! This will get her nice and
sleepy so she doesn’t bother your house. Always pick up toys
after playtime so they stay exciting for your next play session.
To discourage scratching your couch, you will want to
give her a variety of scratching materials. She needs both
scratchers that lay flat against the floor and scratchers that
stand vertically so she can stretch and scratch. If you catch
her using her stretching posts appropriately, be sure to give
her a treat to reward her good behavior! Hopefully, by al-
lowing her to express natural behaviors in a safe way, you
both will be able to find some harmony.
